Introduction 
A. Has there ever been a time when you know the certainty of an outcome, but those that 

you told did not believe you? 
B. This very thing happened one day on a ship that was sailing to Rome, and the apostle 

Paul knew the certainty of the outcome, but there were those who did not believe – 
Acts 27:10-11. 

C. When we know the certainty of an outcome and it comes to pass, we sometimes will 
express our discontented with their unbelief by saying I told you so.  Rather than 
being discontented with those who did not believe beforehand the certainty of being 
shipwrecked at that island of Malti, Paul’s expression of faith was I believe God. 

D. I believe God and similar expressions of faith that begin with I is what I want to 
share with you all today, for they were the basis of Paul’s life and can be the basis of 
our lives today as well!
